Meeting Called to Order:

With a quorum present, Chairman Delaney called the meeting to order at 7:31PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
· Continued NOI 114-1199: Kelsey Road Right-Of-Way, Various, Boxford DPW, Culvert Replacement (Requested to be continued to May 5)
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1199, Kelsey Road Right-of-Way, to May 5.
· RDA 2016-4: 147 Main Street, 28-1-1, Perkins, Garage Demolition After-The-Fact
Documents Submitted:

· Notice of Public Hearing: To authorize, after the fact, the demolition of a barn structure that had collapsed
· WPA Form 1: Request for Determination of Applicability

At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for RDA 2016-4, 147 Main Street, to April 21.
· NOI 114-1125 : 15 Azalea Way, 25-4-7.6, Blake, Proposed Detached Garage (Requested to be continued to April 21)
Documents Submitted:

· Notice of Public Hearing: Proposal to construct a detached garage within 100 feet of a bordering vegetated wetland. Erosion barriers will be installed to protect wetland resource areas during construction activities.
· WPA Form 3: Notice of Intent

· Plot Plan of Land Located in Boxford, Mass. – 15 Azalea Way: Prepared for David & Lynn Blake, prepared by Sullivan Engineering Group, LLC, dated February 16, 2016, stamped by John Sullivan, PE; Paul J. Finocchio, Land Surveyor. 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1125, 15 Azalea Way, to April 21.
At the request of the Director, the Conservation Commission rescheduled the site walks for 147 Main Street, 15 Azalea Way, and 4-Mile Village to April 19, at 5:30PM, beginning with 147 Main Street. 
· DNI 2016-6: Collins, 261 Ipswich Road, Temporary Utility Trench: Tim Collins, 261 Ipswich Road, owner of the property, also the builder, construction supervisor and septic installer. The Director provided photos for the Commissioners to view, as Collins described the utility trench project. Povenmire added that a gravel pad will be installed at the entrance of the driveway to help prevent runoff into the roadway. Collins added that erosion control and silt fence will also be installed. After a brief discussion, the Conservation Commission took the following action:
On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for a proposed temporary utility trench, for DNI 2016-6, at 261 Ipswich Road, under the Bylaw.   
· DNI 2016-7: Trail Crossing of Stream at 30A Winding Oaks Way: Alison Chase and Priscilla Welch of BTA-BOLT appeared before the Conservation Commission for permission to replace a bridge over a trail crossing at 30A Winding Oaks Way. The Director provided photos for the Commissioners to view, as Chase and Welch made their brief presentation. Chase requested that the $50 application fee be waived for the project. 
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to waive the $50 application fee. Grigg abstained. 

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for DNI 2016-7, to replace a bridge on the trail crossing at 30A Winding Oaks Way, under the Bylaw. Grigg abstained. 
· DNI 2016-9: Johanson, 10 Olde Farms Road, Remove Dangerous Pines: Bob Johanson, property owner, appeared before the Conservation Commission for permission to remove two dead trees that are in danger of hitting the house, if they fall. One did fall during the last storm. After a very brief discussion:
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for DNI 2016-9, 10 Olde Farms Road, to remove two dangerous trees that are within 100 feet of a bordering vegetated wetland, under the bylaw.
· Enforcement Order: 255 Main Street: The Chair advised an issue has arisen at 255 Main Street with contaminated water flowing into the wetland from the construction site. There ensued a lengthy discussion on findings and conditions to include in the Enforcement Order. The Director provided several photos of the site for the Commissioners to view, as they discussed the issues at the site. After the lengthy discussion, the Director incorporated all findings and conditions into the Enforcement Order. The Director will send it out via e-mail and Certified Mail, and the Commissioners will ratify the Enforcement Order at the next meeting. 
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to authorize the Director to issue the Enforcement Order for 255 Main Street, as drafted and so amended, under the Act and the Bylaw. 

· Discussion of Herbicide Application at Nason Field: Bob Hazelwood joined the Conservation Commission meeting to discuss the herbicide application plan for Nason Field. Hazelwood advised there are invasive weeds preventing hay from growing. He would like to apply Roundup to kill them. After a brief discussion, the Conservation Commission approved the application by a commercial licensed applicator.
