The Director advised he was requested to look at the property. The homeowners are planning to have a pool installed and, at the time of his site visit, he noted that several trees had been cut down, without authorization. Mike Polito, the pool installer, who was in attendance, provided a plan for the Commission to view for the pool installation. He advised they will be moving the pool so that it is 60 feet away from the buffer zone. He explained that the tree contractor said he had a permit to remove the trees, but, it turned out that he did not. There was a question on how the wetland was delineated on the plan Polito presented to the Commission. A lengthy discussion ensued. At the conclusion of the discussion, the Commission advised that the edge of wetland needs to be delineated and marked by a wetlands scientist, a temporary fence needs to be installed at the boundary, the pool plans can then be drawn so they are outside the buffer. The Director will prepare a letter outlining the information the homeowner will need to move forward with the project. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Negative Determination for DNI 2016-15, 17 Livermore Road, on the condition that the wetland limits be flagged by a wetlands scientist and the 100-foot buffer zone be demarcated in the field with the orange fencing.

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to ratify the Enforcement Order for 57 Willow Street, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Amended Enforcement Order for 255 Main Street: The Director advised this is the second amended order and authorizes that the monitoring can be reduced to within 24 hours of a weather event. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to ratify the second amended Enforcement Order for 255 Main Street, under the Act and the Bylaw.

· Unsanctioned Trails at Wildcat: Commissioner Spillman advised she was on a nature walk with John Dick on Sunday and they noticed a path, which appeared to have been cut back with a machete, and stones were moved in an area. The path leads back to an abutter, who denies creating the trail. There was a brief discussion and the abutter will be notified.
