PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS: 

· Water Restrictions

· Report on Fire Hydrants: E-Mail Report from Fire Chief, dated 8/2/16
Conservation Administrator Ross Povenmire advised the Commissioners that the Fire Chief has tested some of the Fire Department’s water sources and the ones tested were okay. Discussion turned to broadcasting a water emergency message over the reverse 911 system. Grigg will review the sample message provided and edit it for broadcasting.

Fhm Faridur Rahman provided a photo for the Commissioners to view as he described the five trees he’d like to remove from his property. Povenmire added to the description of the property and the trees to be removed. 
On a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for the removal of five trees at 92 King George Drive, according to the bylaw.

Greg Paul met with the Conservation Commission to request permission to remove four trees from his property. He provided photos for the Commissioners to view as he made his brief presentation. 

On a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for the removal of four trees at 33 King Richard Drive, according to the bylaw.

· WPA Form 1 – Request for Determination of Applicability: Justin Hirsch, 32 Olde Farms Road, 7/20/16
The Conservation Administrator read aloud the legal notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. Justin Hirsch met with the Conservation Commission to request permission to fill in an inground pool, crush it in place, and establishing a lawn. Povenmire suggested that erosion control would be all that is needed and that it will be added to the plan, and included as a condition. Hirsch provided photos for the Commissioners to view as he made his brief presentation. 

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for RDA 2016-15, 32 Olde Farms Road, 23-2-2, under the Act and the Bylaw. 

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Negative Determination, checking box 3, for RDA 2016-15, 32 Olde Farms Road, under the Act and the Bylaw.

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for COC 114-1022, Lot 14D Burning Bush Drive, to August 18. 
· Discussion Item: Float in Steven’s Pond
The Conservation Administrator advised he received a call regarding a float on Steven’s Pond. He provided a photograph for the Commissioners to view. Commissioner Grigg expressed concern that the white and blue raft-type structure was objectionable on a scenic pond. The Chair requested the Administrator to contact the owner and determine the permit status of the dock/float structure that the raft is on.

The Administrator advised he contacted the company by telephone and there was a heated exchange, but the company owner agreed to attend the meeting on August 18. Povenmire read aloud the Enforcement Order he prepared for the property for the Commission’s approval. Spillman suggested that there should be something in the Order about possible restoration/remediation. The Chair instructed the Administrator to execute the Enforcement Order. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue the Enforcement Order to Arbor Care Tree Company that the Conservation Administrator prepared.

· Emergency Certification, 108 Georgetown Road: Povenmire advised the Commissioners that he issued an Emergency Certification for 108 Georgetown Road for the Lummus’s to drill a new well, to replace the well that went dry. Rollins drilled the well. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to ratify the Emergency Certification for 108 Georgetown Road to install a drinking water supply well, under the Act and the Bylaw.
