With a quorum present, Chairman Delaney called the meeting to order.
PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS
· Evan Jones, Eagle Scout Candidate, Project Presentation: Evan Jones provided the Conservation Commission with a video presentation on stormwater, which he created for his Eagle Scout project. There was a brief discussion on how the video could be used to educate Boxford residents. 
· Continued NOI 114-1197: 10 Maple Ave, 17-2-19, Repucci, Addition to House:  Greg Hochmuth, Project Manager at Williams and Sparages, returned to the Conservation Commission with a revised plan and revised narrative for the project, showing proposed mitigations. The Commissioners had questions about the additional pavement for the third bay and the location of the construction equipment and stockpiles. Delaney suggested a condition that vehicles be parked on the road. Delaney also suggested a construction sequence/schedule. After further discussion, Hochmuth requested to continue the hearing to next month:

· Continued NOI 114-1199: Kelsey Road right-of-way, various, Boxford DPW, Culvert Replacement: John Dold, Town Engineer/DPW Superintendent, requested to continue this hearing to 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Beckett, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1197 to August 6, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1196: 10 Great Pond Drive, 19-3-16.8, Hanson: To construct a pool and associated site improvements: Greg Hochmuth, Project Manager for Williams and Sparages, requested to continue the hearing to February 5.
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Beckett, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1197 to February 5, under the Act and the Bylaw. 

· Tree Removal Project: DPW Superintendent John Dold, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a request to remove several trees along Ipswich Road in order to replace the guard rails in that area. He added that the project was approved by the Planning Board. He would like to start the project in March or April. The Chair requested that it be done sooner, if possible, while the ground is still frozen, to avoid erosion issues. There ensued a brief discussion on whether this project would be included in the general maintenance permit. The Director will look into it. In the meantime, the project will proceed.
