With a quorum present, Chairman Delaney called the meeting to order at 7:31PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS
· NOI 114-: 15 Lantern Lane, 28-2-6, Sullivan: The Director read aloud the public meeting notice and collected proof of abutter notification. Jim Scanlan, Scanlan Engineering, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a Notice of Intent to install a septic system upgrade and drinking water supply well within 100-feet of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland. Scanlan provided the Commissioners with a plan to view as he made his brief presentation. He advised that the septic system is in failure and needs to be replaced and added that a portion of the project is in Natural Heritage’s jurisdiction and he is waiting for comments from them. He also advised that DEP has received the information on the project but has not had an opportunity to look it over yet and, therefore, no number has been assigned yet. The Director advised he last reviewed the lines in November. After a brief discussion, the applicant requested to continue the hearing to the first meeting in March. 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for 15 Lantern Lane, 28-2-6, to March 5, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· NOI 114-: 50 Four Mile Village, 19-2-18, Boxford Friendship Foundation:  The Director read aloud the public meeting notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. Paul Bergman, Bergman and Associates, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a Notice of Intent to install a replacement septic system for six (6) residential dwellings and one (1) community center building within 100 feet of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland. Bergman provided a plan for the Commissioners to view as he made his brief presentation. He advised that DEP has not issued a number yet. After a brief discussion, the applicant requested to continue the hearing to April. 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for 50 Four Mile Village, 19-2-18, Boxford Friendship Foundation, to April 2, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1200: 12 Mortimer Road, 27-1-11, Davis, Cell Tower: The Director advised there was a written request to continue the hearing to March 5.
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1200 to March 5, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1197: 10 Maple Avenue, 17-2-19, Repucci, Addition to House: Greg Hochmuth, Project Manager at Williams and Sparages, returned to the Conservation Commission to discuss the phasing plan with the Commissioners. He provided a revised plan for the Commissioners to view, as he made his brief presentation. After a brief discussion on possible conditions, the applicant requested that the Conservation Commission give him some idea as to whether this project would be approved in the spring. The Conservation Commission discussed briefly and determined that they would have no reason to not approve the project, given the information they have. Hochmuth requested to continue the hearing to April 2. 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1197 to April 2, under the Act and the Bylaw. DiLuna abstained.
· Continued NOI 114-1196: 10 Great Pond Drive, 19-3-16.8, Hanson: To construct a pool and associated site improvements: Greg Hochmuth, Project Manager at Williams and Sparages, requested to continue the hearing to next month:

At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1196 to March 5, under the Act and the Bylaw.
