Minutes of the BOXFORD CONSERVATION COMMISSION

Meeting Called to Order:

With a quorum present, Chairman Peter Delaney, called the meeting to order at 7:31PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
· Request from Mary Anne Nay for ADA Access to Witch Hollow Farm: Mary Anne Nay, ADA Coordinator for the Town of Boxford, met with the Conservation Commission to discuss ADA access to Witch Hollow Farm. Nay provided photos for the Commissioners to view, as she requested that the gates be moved to allow ADA access to the trails. Conservation Chair Peter Delaney advised they will review the Management Plan and any restrictions on the property and will discuss again, and possibly take action, at the next meeting.
· Discussion of Improvement Project and Restrictions at 494 Ipswich Road, Michael Smolak: Conservation Commissioner Frank DiLuna removed himself from the meeting and discussions on this proposal. Mike Smolak, owner of 494 Ipswich Road, appeared before the Conservation Commission to discuss improvements to the field areas and to provide access to a new area. Smolak provided a brief presentation on his plans for the property. The Commissioners discussed the proposal at length, trying to determine if the plans would be allowed under the Conservation Restriction. After discussion, Chairman Delaney suggested the Commission plan a site visit on an upcoming Saturday or Sunday. Smolak will make arrangements with the professionals assisting him on his property and will get back to the Conservation Commission with a date.
· NOI 114- : 30 Arrowhead Farms Road, 37-1-31, Carnes: John Morin, of the Morin Cameron Group, representing the homeowner, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a Notice of Intent to construct 2-foot gravel shoulders on an existing driveway, within a 100 foot buffer zone. Morin advised they are proposing to do all the work along the existing driveway and added that they are proposing to add 2-foot wide gravel shoulders on each side and use boulder rip-rap slopes. The Commissioners asked questions, provided feedback and suggestions, and, after a brief discussion, decided that they should make a site visit to the property on Thursday, June 18, at 5:30PM.
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-, 30 Arrowhead Farms Road, to June 25, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1205: 17 Pye Brook Lane, 30-2-2, Ovanes: Gordon Rogerson, Hayes Engineering, representing the applicant, appeared before the Conservation Commission, with revised plans for the project. 
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to accept the material outside of the 7-day submission requirement.
Rogerson provided details on the revised plans, which removed the pool from the project completely.  Rogerson requested to close the hearing. There was an issue with the Order of Conditions, as drafted. DiLuna reviewed the Order of Conditions, made amendments to it, and advised the Commissioners and applicant of the changes made to the document. After all agreed with the amendments:

On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for NOI 114-1205, under the Act and the Bylaw.

On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to execute and issue the amended Order of Conditions, and that each Commissioner drop by the Conservation office next week to sign the amended Order of Conditions, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued RDA 15-3: 20 Moonpenny Drive, 40-1-9, Rybicki: James Rybicki appeared before the Conservation Commission to advise the Commissioners of the revised proposal made since the site walk. The Commissioners reviewed the revised plans and after a brief discussion on whether to include or remove the fence, the applicant will eliminate the fence. After discussion, the applicant requested to close the hearing.
On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for RDA 15-3, 20 Moonpenny Drive, under the Act and the Bylaw.

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to execute and issue a Negative Determination, checking Box 3, for RDA 15-3, 20 Moonpenny Drive, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued AOOC Request 114-1138: Lots 1, 2 and 7 Sagamore 42-1-17 and 42-1-19, Sanidas (also discussion of potential modification to Lots 8 and 9): John Sanidas, applicant, and Jim MacDowell, Eastern Land Survey, appeared before the Conservation Commission with modified plans for the Commissioners to view as MacDowell provided information on the revisions made since the last meeting. After the presentation, the applicant requested to continue the hearing to issue the Amended Order on June 25.
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for AOOC Request 114-1138 to June 25, under the Act and the Bylaw.

MacDowell continued the discussion on Lots 8 and 9, providing information on the proposed modifications to those lots. He provided plans for the Commissioners to view as he made his presentation. MacDowell requested to continue the discussion on this to June 25, when they will have filed a formal request for the amendments. 
· Continued NOI 114-1200: 12 Mortimer Road, 27-1-11, Davis, Cell Tower: Commissioner Natasha Grigg removed herself from the discussions on this hearing, as an abutter to the property (BTA-BOLT). Tom Lee, professional Wetlands Scientist, and Fran Parisi of Varsity Wireless, appeared before the Conservation Commission, with information, plans, and how they resolved the friendly Enforcement Order that had been issued on the property. Chairman Delaney provided information to the Commissioners on his site visit to the property. After a brief discussion, the applicant requested to continue the hearing to June 25.
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1200, 12 Mortimer Road, to June 25, under the Act and the Bylaw.
· Continued NOI 114-1201: 50 Four Mile Village, 19-2-18, Boxford Friendship Foundation:
In the absence of the applicant and on a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1201, to June 25, under the Act and the Bylaw.
· Continued NOI 114-1204: 73-76 Woodcrest Road, Road Right-of-Way, Boxford DPW, John Dold:
In the absence of the applicant and on a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1204, to June 25, under the Act and the Bylaw.

On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue RDA 2015-4 to BTA BOLT to clean the Chadwick Mill parcel area, checking Boxes 2 and 3, under the Act and the Bylaw.

· Extension OOC 114-1022: 49 Burning Bush Drive, 40-1-34, Wheeler: After a brief discussion:
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to execute and issue the extension permit for OOC 114-1022, extended to 2016, and the final extension allowed under the Bylaw.

· Vote on Endorsement of Open Space and Recreation Plan (OSRP) Update: Grigg, who is a member of the Open Space and Recreation Plan Committee, advised the Commission that her committee is requesting a letter from the Conservation Commission endorsing the OSRP. After a brief discussion, the Chair will draft a letter to be submitted with the OSRP Plan. 
· Lana Spillman and Paris Becket Reappointment Letters: Delaney had not had an opportunity to discuss reappointment with Beckett, and Spillman advised the Commission that she had already submitted her letter to the Board of Selectmen, requesting reappointment.
On a MOTION made by Grigg, second by DiLuna, the Conservation Commission VOTED to send a letter to the Board of Selectmen requesting that they reappoint Lana Spillman to the Conservation Commission. Spillman abstained.
