Meeting Called to Order:

With a quorum present, Chairman Peter Delaney, called the meeting to order at 7:35PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
· NOI 114-1208: 19 Appleton Lane, 19-2-33, Hall: The Director read aloud the legal notice. Jack Sullivan, Sullivan Engineering Group, representing the applicants, appeared before the Conservation Commission with plans and photographs for the Commissioners to view, as he described the project to construct a detached barn and a farmer’s porch within 100 feet of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland. After a brief discussion, the Commission decided to schedule a site visit for Tuesday, June 30, at 5:30PM and Sullivan requested that the hearing be continued to July 2.
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by DiLuna, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1208, 19 Appleton Lane, to July 2, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1204: 73-76 Woodcrest Road, Road right-of-way, Boxford DPW, John Dold: Bob Prokop, Wetland Consulting Services, appeared before the Conservation Commission with updated information on the culvert project. He noted that they have changed the size of the pipe to 36”, rather than the 18” originally proposed, to accommodate wildlife. Prokop requested to close the hearing. After a brief discussion, the Commission took the following action:
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for NOI 114-1204, 73-76 Woodcrest Road culvert, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1200: 12 Mortimer Road, 27-1-11, Davis, Cell Tower: Tom Lee, professional Wetlands Scientist, and Fran Parisi of Varsity Wireless, appeared before the Conservation Commission with updated information on their project to construct a cell tower. Lee provided the Commission with updated plans for the Commission to view as he made his presentation. After a brief discussion, the Commission took the following actions:
On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to waive the 7-day submission requirement for the plans dated 3/17/15, revision 6.

At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for NOI 114-1200, 12 Mortimer Road, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to execute and issue the Order of Conditions for NOI 114-1200, 12 Mortimer Road, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1201: 50 Four Mile Village, 19-2-18, Boxford Friendship Foundation: The Director advised that he received a phone call today requesting to continue the hearing to July 16. 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1201, 50 Four Mile Village, to July 16, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· NOI 114-1207: 30 Arrowhead Farms Road, 37-1-31, Carnes: John Morin, of the Morin Cameron Group, representing the homeowner, appeared before the Conservation Commission with updated information on the project to widen the driveway. He advised that he sent in revised plans and a letter, which the Director confirmed was included in their packets. After a brief discussion, the Conservation Commission took the following action: 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for NOI 114-1207, 30 Arrowhead Farms Road, under the Act and the Bylaw.

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by DiLuna, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to sign and issue the letter to the Open Space and Recreation Plan Committee, endorsing the 2015 Open Space and Recreation Plan.
