The meeting for Community Preservation Committee was started at the Board of Selectmen meeting.  Chairman Peter Perkins called the meeting to order at 7:33

Pledge of Allegiance

It was stated that this meeting is being recorded and possibly broadcast on Boxford Cable Access Television.

Announcements were made.
Continued:  Consideration of Haynes Recreation Project joint with Community Preservation Committee

Joint with Community Preservation Committee

At the meeting on 8/10 there was additional information sought about this project.

Report by Board of Health

A report by the Board of Health was given by Hans Jefferson.  The report gave the pros and cons of natural turf vs. synthetic. There are slightly more benefits with synthetic turf compared with natural turf according to the Board of Health.  
Report by Conservation Commission

The Conservation Commission was in attendance and stated that there were no special conditions for artificial turf or natural turf.  
Report by DPW

John Dold and Joe Callahan spoke regarding post-construction project costs.  A spreadsheet was given regarding the maintenance of the fields at the Haynes Project.  The artificial turf is not eligible for Community Preservation funds. The artificial turf will be funded privately.

 Report by Permanent Building Committee

Margaret Chow-Menzer, Chair of the Permanent Building Committee, was in attendance and presented the proposed budget option 1 and option 3 of the Haynes Recreational Field Project.  There was an adjustment in contingency as it is thought that the estimates are quite accurate.     

Report by Haynes Committee

Bill Brown, Joe Callahan and Jon Schwartz were in attendance for the Haynes Committee.  They provided an update on the success of fund raising efforts. There is a target date of October 1 for funds to be received.  

The Haynes Committee wishes to move forward with option one, which is two multi-purpose fields, one with synthetic turf and one with natural turf.  The proposed budget was presented.
The bonding capacity of the Community Preservation Committee was discussed. The town treasurer was in attendance and stated that by the end of 2020 there would be about $1,000,000 to be regenerated into the undesignated funds.

Peter D. called the meeting to order at 8:50 PM for the Community Preservation Committee

A motion was made by Mary Ann Nay to accept Article XX: To see if the Town will vote to appropriate  $4,557,904 to fund the construction of two multi-purpose fields, one grass and one synthetic turf, proposed as part of the Boxford Common, a community project also known as the Haynes Land Project, and that to meet this appropriation: 1) to appropriate $2,471,853 from the Community Preservation Committee Undesignated Fund; 2) to transfer the unexpended balance from Warrant Article #13 approved at Special Town Meeting, October 23, 2007 for the purchase of the Haynes Land the amount of $28,750; 3) to transfer from the Community Preservation Committee Budgeted Reserve the amount of $249,397; 4) that the Treasurer, with the approval of the Selectmen, is authorized to issue debt in the amount of $1,307,000 pursuant to the Community Preservation Act for open space and recreation projects, Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, and to issue bonds or notes of the Town therefore; 5) conditioned upon a prohibition on expending any funds originating from the Community Preservation Committee Funds or pursuant to any authority under the Community Preservation Act, Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, on the acquisition of artificial turf for athletic fields; 6) and that in order to aid the funding of said project, that the Haynes Land Committee be permitted to seek, receive and accept grants, donations or reimbursements of $557,904 for this purpose and to authorize the Haynes Land Committee and the Permanent Building committee to enter into any and all agreements and execute any and all instruments as may be necessary on behalf of the Town of Boxford to affect the construction of said project; the appropriated funds to be expended under the direction of the Community Preservation Committee and the Permanent Building Committee; or take any other action thereon.

This motion was withdrawn

A motion was made by Mary Ann Nay and seconded by Charles Costello to request the funding from the Community Preservation Committee and to accept Article XX: To see if the Town will vote to appropriate $4,557,904 to fund the construction of two multi use fields, one grass and one synthetic turf, proposed as part of the Boxford Common, a community project also known as the Haynes Land Project, and that to meet this appropriation: 1) to appropriate $2,471,853 from the Community Preservation Committee Undesignated Fund; 2) to transfer the unexpended balance from Warrant Article #13 approved at a Special Town Meeting, October 23, 2007 for the purchase of the Haynes Land the amount of $28,750; 3) to transfer from the Community Preservation Budgeted Reserve the amount of $249,397; 4) that the Treasurer with the approval of the Selectmen, is authorized to issue debt in the amount of $1,307,000 pursuant to the Community Preservation Act for open space and recreation projects, Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, and to issue bonds or notes of the Town therefore; 5) conditioned upon a prohibition on expending any funds originating from the Community Preservation Committee Funds or pursuant  to any authority under the Community Preservation Act, Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44B, on the acquisition of artificial turf for athletic fields; 6) and that in order to aid the funding of said project, that the Haynes Land Committee be permitted to seek, receive and accept grants, donations or reimbursements of $557,904 for this purpose and to authorize the Haynes Land Committee and the Permanent Building committee to enter into any and all agreements and execute any and all instruments as may be necessary on behalf of the Town of Boxford to affect the construction of said project; the appropriated funds to be expended under the direction of the Community Preservation Committee and the Permanent Building Committee; or take any other action thereon. Sponsored by Board of Selectmen, Community Preservation Committee recommends adoption of this article, Finance Committee, Capital Budgeting Committee; the motion was approved with a vote of 4 yes and 1 opposed.

Consideration of Funding Request from Board of Selectmen and Haynes Committee

It was discussed that there was an option to take from the budgeted reserve and have less funds borrowed.  These numbers were adjusted and discussed.
Comments from Barbara J. were read into the record.  

Comments from Steve M. were read into the record.
MOTION:

A motion made by Natasha G. and seconded by Virginia H. to recommend at town meeting that the Community Preservation Committee accept the language as proposed by the BOS as follows:   to accept article xx to appropriate $4,557,904 to fund the construction of two multi use fields, one grass and one synthetic turf, proposed as part of the Boxford Common, a community project also known as the Haynes Land Project, and that to meet this appropriation: 1) to appropriate $2,471,853 from the Community Preservation Committee Undesignated Fund; 2) to transfer the unexpended balance from Warrant Article #13 approved at Special Town Meeting, October 23, 2007 for the purchase of the Haynes Land the amount of $28,750; 3) to transfer from the community Preservation Committee Budgeted Reserve the amount of $306,397; 4) that the Treasurer, with the approval of the Selectmen, is authorized to issue debt in the amount of $1,250,00 pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44, Chapter 44B, or pursuant to any other enabling authority, and to issue bonds or notes of the Town therefore; 5) conditioned upon a prohibition on expending any funds originating from the Community Preservation Act on the acquisition of artificial turf for athletic fields; 6) and that in order to aid the funding of said project, that the Haynes Land Committee be permitted to seek, receive and accept grants, donations or reimbursements of $500,904 for this purpose and to authorize the Haynes Land Committee and the Permanent Building Committee to enter into any and all agreements and execute any and all instruments as may be necessary on behalf of the Town of Boxford to affect the construction of said project; the appropriated funds to be expended under the direction of the Community Preservation Committee and the Permanent Building Committee; or take any other action thereon. Sponsored by Board of Selectmen, Community Preservation Committee recommends adoption of this article, Finance Committee, Capital Budgeting Committee;  the motion was approved with 1 member being opposed.    
There was a comment that the two field option should have been commented on.  It was stated that the article can be amended at town meeting for this option.  It was discussed that the budget would be much different if this was the preferred option.
MOTION:
A motion was made for the Community Preservation Committee to adjourn and continue their meeting in another room;  the motion was approved by unanimous decision.

MOTION:
A motion was made by Virginia H. and seconded by Natasha G. to recommend the draft article for the fall town meeting, October, 2015 to see if the town will vote to appropriate $375 from the Community Preservation Committee’s Historic Fund to fund the installation of a sign at the Davis Hay Field, and to have the appropriated funds to be expended under the direction of the Community Preservation Committee;  the motion was approved by unanimous decision.

A motion was made by Natasha G. and seconded by Virginia H. to recommend article xx to the fall town meeting to see if the town will vote to appropriate $710 from the Community Preservation Committee Budgeted Reserve to fund the installation of three signs, one each at the Boxford Town Forest, Baldpate Pond Pasture and Boxford Woods, the appropriated funds to be expended under the direction of the Community Preservation Committee; or take any other action thereon.
The exact locations were discussed.

Motion was withdrawn

A motion was made by Virginia H. and seconded by Natasha G. that this article be reconsidered for the spring town meeting;  the motion was approved by unanimous decision.

A motion was made by Virginia H. and seconded by Natasha G. to recommend this article at the fall town meeting to  see if the Town will vote to appropriate $3000 from the Community Preservation Committee Budgeted Reserve to fund the construction and installation of two kiosks with interpretive and directional signage for the Boxford Borders to Boston trail, of which $1500 will be returned to the CPC Undesignated Fund upon receipt of a matching grant awarded to the project from the Essex Heritage Partnership, the appropriated funds to be expended under the direction of the Community Preservation Committee; or take any other action 
thereon. Motion was approved by unanimous decision
