· DNI 2015-15: 18 Saddle Hill Road, 10-1-26.10, Scott, to fence a dog run:

· Letter of Request for Determination of Negligible Impact: From Edward and Mary Jane Scott, 9/25/15
Mr. Scott appeared before the Conservation Commission to request permission to install a fence on his property to contain their dog. The Director provided a plot plan and photographs for the Commission to view, and added to Mr. Scott’s brief presentation. 

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for 18 Saddle Hill Road for a fence for a dog run as proposed, under the bylaw. 
· DNI 2015-16: 25 Anderson Drive, 17-1-13, Leidner, gas trench:

· Letter of Request for Determination of Negligible Impact: From Matthew and Jennifer Leidner
Mr. Leidner appeared before the Conservation Commission to request a Determination of Negligible Impact to install a gas trench on his property. Leidner provided photographs for the Commission to view as he made his brief presentation. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for 25 Anderson Drive, for a gas trench as proposed, under the bylaw. 
· Continuation DNI 2015-10: Eagle Scout project at Stiles Pond Beach, Faddis: Kyle Faddis, Eagle Scout Candidate, met with the Conservation Commission to provide additional details on his Eagle Scout project at Stiles Pond Beach: fix up the basketball court, power wash the surface, add a bench and towel rack, and paint the shed. The Director provided photos for the Commissioners to view as he described the project in more detail. After a brief discussion:

At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1199, Kelsey Road right-of-way, Boxford DPW, to October 15, under the Act and the Bylaw.   

· Discussion of Woodlot Management Project and Conservation Restrictions: The Director advised that Mr. Smolak requested to move the discussion to a meeting after November 5.

OTHER BUSINESS:


· 67A Topsfield Road Complaint: The Director reported that he received a complaint that stumps were being piled in a wetland. Povenmire added that by the time he got there, the stumps were removed, but the area had been disturbed considerably. He informed the property owner that they needed to stabilize the area and install erosion/sedimentation control. After a brief discussion, the Director suggested an Enforcement Order be issued and the Commission agreed. The Enforcement Order will be ratified at the next meeting. 
· Four Mile Pond Dam Management Plan: The Director advised that the Lakes Ponds and Streams Committee has agreed to undertake the Management Plan for Four Mile Pond and it is now available to view on their website. There ensued a brief discussion on pond ownership and property owners’ rights. After discussion, Povenmire advised the Lakes Ponds and Streams Committee will be at a Conservation meeting in November to present their proposed Management Plan.
