Meeting Called to Order:

With a quorum present, Chairman Peter Delaney, called the meeting to order at 7:32PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
· DNI 2015-14: 377 Ipswich, 14-2-11.4, Green, to remove 10 trees
Documents Submitted:

· Letter of Request for Determination of Negligible Impact

Christopher Green met with the Conservation Commission to request a Determination of Negligible Impact to remove 10 trees from his property. After a brief discussion, the Commission took the following action:

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for DNI 2015-14, 377 Ipswich Road, to remove 10 trees in the buffer zone, as proposed, with stumps to be ground, under the Bylaw. 

· NOI 114- : 22 Trask Road, 25-7-6, Gomatos, to install a swimming pool
Documents Submitted:

· Notice of Intent: George Gomatos, 22 Trask Road, Boxford, MA, prepared by Williams & Sparages, 9/28/15
· Plan to Accompany Notice of Intent: Prepared by Williams & Sparages, dated 9/30/15, stamped by Christ P. Sparages, PE
· Locus Map, 22 Trask Road: United States Geologic Survey Map
The Director read aloud the legal notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. Greg Hochmuth, of Williams & Sparages, representing the applicant, met with the Conservation Commission with a Notice of Intent to construct an inground swimming pool, patio and pool house, within 100 feet of a bordering vegetated wetland. After a brief discussion, the Commissioners decided to make a site visit on Tuesday, 10/20, at 5:15PM. Hochmuth requested to continue the hearing to the next meeting. 

At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Beckett, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-, 22 Trask Road, to November 5, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· COC 114-1169: 46 Baldpate Road, 15-2-4&4A, Guererra
John Morin, of the Morin-Cameron Group, representing the homeowner, met with the Conservation Commission to request a Certificate of Compliance for file #114-1169. Morin provided plans, photos, and drawings for the Commission to view as he explained what had been done on the property in an effort to comply with the Order of Conditions. After a brief discussion, the Commissioners decided they would make a site visit on Monday, 10/26, at 5PM. Morin will withdraw the COC request at this time and requested that the fee already paid be applied to the Certificate of Compliance. 
· COC 114-1043: 9A Rock Brook Way, 10-2-27.2, Kontos
John Morin, of the Morin-Cameron Group, representing Kevin Kontos, met with the Conservation Commission to request a Certificate of Compliance for Lot 9A Rock Brook Way. He reported that all work was completed according to the approved plan, but, since the work was completed, a generator had been installed, a rip-rap wall and retaining wall was built. The Order of Conditions expired in December 2014. Spillman suggested that they file for a Request for Determination of Applicability for the retaining wall, the generator, and the rip-rap wall, and the Commissioners agreed. 

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the meeting for the request for the Certificate of Compliance 114-1043, 9A Rock Brook Way, to November 5.
· COC 114-1047: 9B Rock Brook Way, 10-2-27.3, Kontos
John Morin, of the Morin-Cameron Group, representing Kevin Kontos, met with the Conservation Commission to request a Certificate of Compliance for Lot 9B Rock Brook Way. He reported that most of the work was completed according to the approved plan, but there was a major restoration planned which was never done. However, the area has revegetated naturally. In order to complete the planting plan on the Order of Conditions, the area would need to be dug up. The Order of Conditions expired in December 2014. Morin will withdraw the COC request with a letter to the Conservation Commission. 
· COC 114-860: 339 Ipswich Road, 18-2-17, Ragonese
Gina Ragonese met with the Conservation Commission to request a Certificate of Compliance for NOI 114-860. Director Povenmire provided information on the work completed and summarized that all work was completed according to the approved plan. However, the last Order of Conditions expired in November 2008. After a lengthy discussion on how to issue a Certificate of Compliance on an expired Order of Conditions, the Commission took the following action:

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue the Certificate of Compliance for file #114-860, 339 Ipswich Road, under the Act and the Bylaw, as corrected. 

· Violation: 67A Topsfield Road, 33-2-30, Kachel: 

The Director advised that Mr. Kachel was out of town and unable to attend the meeting tonight. He will attend November 5. The Director provided details on the work that has been completed on the property, with regards to the stumps that were being piled in a wetland. He added that the work still needs to be completed. He added that an Enforcement Order was issued October 1. There was a brief discussion and the Commissioners decided that there should be a deadline by which the work should be completed and that the Enforcement Order should be amended to include the deadline, and a date set for the homeowner to attend a Conservation Commission meeting, as well as provide proof of stabilization. 
On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to ratify the Enforcement Order, issued October 1, for the property at 67A Topsfield Road under the Act and the Bylaw. 

On a MOTION made by DiLuna, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to amend the Enforcement Order to include: 1) appearance on November 5; 2) proof of adequate stabilization to prevent erosion prior to November 2, 3) sedimentation/erosion control installed according to attached details, and 4) FYI notice that additional additions may be necessary to insure restoration of the site.
