With a quorum present, Chairman Peter Delaney, called the meeting to order at 7:34PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
DNI 2015-17: Cargill Field Trail, Messina
Documents Submitted:

· Letter of Request for Determination of Negligible Impact: Upgrade to the wetland crossing in the trail behind Cargill Fields
Nick Messina, an Eagle Scout candidate, met with the Conservation Commission to request a Determination of Negligible Impact to install three boardwalks and clear brush from the Cargill Field trail. After Messina’s presentation and a brief comment period, the Chair requested that Messina provide the Commission with a map showing the location of the proposed boardwalks. He also requested that the Director notify the licensee of Cargill Field. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Determination of Negligible Impact for DNI 2015-17, to install the boardwalks, as proposed, under the Bylaw, contingent upon receiving a map of the location of the boardwalks and notification of the licensee of the field. 
· Four Mile Pond Dam Enforcement Order and Management Plan

Greg Murrer, of the Lakes Ponds and Streams Committee, met with the Conservation Commission to provide information on the Four Mile Pond Management Plan and the Dam Management Plan they submitted to the Conservation Commission, as well as their meeting with the dam owner. A lengthy discussion ensued on the issues involved with a privately owned dam and the pond abutters. At the conclusion of the Commission’s discussion, the discussion was opened up to the attendees. John Morin, of the Morin-Cameron Group, representing the homeowner, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a Request for Determination of Applicability for “After-the-fact,” permitting for the installation of a generator, construction of a retaining wall and the construction of a rip-rap slope. The Director read aloud the legal notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. Morin provided plans and photos for the Commission to view as he made his brief presentation. At the conclusion of the presentation, the Commission took the following action:

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Negative Determination, checking box 3, for RDA 2015-11, under the Act and the Bylaw.

The Director read aloud the legal notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. John Morin, of the Morin-Cameron Group, representing the homeowner, met with the Conservation Commission to request a Determination of Applicability to authorize after-the-fact driveway, house and front yard grading as-built with the approved plan in DEP File #114-308. Morin provided the Commission with a revised plan to view as he made his presentation.

On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to accept the revised plan and waive the 7-day submission requirement. 

Morin read aloud a letter from the Merrimans, who have moved to Arizona, and could not attend the hearing. After Morin completed his presentation, the Commission decided to make a site walk on Saturday, 11/7, at 2:30PM. Morin requested to continue the hearing to November 19.
At the request of the applicant, and on a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for RDA 2015-12 to November 19.

John Morin of the Morin-Cameron Group, requested to continue the issuance of the Certificate of Compliance to November 19. 

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the issuance of the Certificate of Compliance for file 114-308, 18 Saddle Hill Road, to November 19, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1218: 22 Trask Road, 25-7-6, Gomatos, to install a swimming pool

Greg Hochmuth, of Williams & Sparages, representing the applicant, met with the Conservation Commission to discuss the updated plan for the Notice of Intent to construct an inground swimming pool, patio and pool house, within 100 feet of a bordering vegetated wetland. Hochmuth advised that the DEP issued a file number and no comments. After a brief discussion, the applicant requested to close the hearing.
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Grigg, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for NOI 114-1218, 22 Trask Road, under the Act and the Bylaw.

The Director read aloud the legal notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. John Morin, of the Morin-Cameron Group, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a Notice of Intent to remove an existing septic tank and leach pit, and install a new septic tank and septic system upgrade, portions of which are located within 100 feet of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland. Morin provided plans and photos for the Commissioners to view as he made his brief presentation. Morin advised that the permit is on the DEP’s website, but there is no number and no comments. He requested a continuance to the next hearing. The Commissioners decided to take a site walk on Saturday, November 7, after Saddle Hill Road.
At the request of the applicant, and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-, 120 High Ridge Road, Massaro, to November 19, under the Act and the Bylaw.

PENDING ACTION ITEMS:
· COC 114-440: 23 Forest Lane, 37-1-54, Falzone: Mr. Falzone appeared before the Conservation Commission to request a Certificate of Compliance on his property. The Director provided details on the completed project to the Commissioners and recommended that the Certificate of Compliance be issued.
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Certificate of Compliance for file 114-440, under the Act. 

· COC 114-1114: 20 Boren Lane, 25-3-6, Mugge: John Dick, Hancock Associates, representing the homeowner, appeared before the Conservation Commission to request a Certificate of Compliance for file 114-1114. He advised that the addition to the house was not built. The Director provided photos of the property for the Commissioners to view and recommended that the Certificate of Compliance be issued for the property. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue a Certificate of Compliance for file 114-1114, under the Act, with the condition that the existing erosion control be removed and disposed of. 
· COC 114-810: 57 Lockwood Lane, 37-3-1, Smiley: The Director advised that the “as-built” plan has not yet been received and no one was present to discuss the COC request. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to pass over the issuance of the Certificate of Compliance for file #114-810.
· COC 114-1169: 46 Baldpate Road, 15-2-4&4A, Guererra: John Morin of the Morin-Cameron Group, appeared before the Conservation Commission with an update on the proposed project. Morin advised they are requesting a withdrawal on the issuance of the Certificate of Compliance to give the plantings another year to stabilize. The Chair advised there is an issue with the blocks not being removed from the patio, as required, and asked Morin to inform the homeowner. Morin read aloud a letter to withdraw the request to issue the Certificate of Compliance at this time, as well as the waiver of the filing fee.
· COC 114-1047: 9B Rock Brook Way, 10-2-27.3, Kontos: John Morin of the Morin-Cameron Group, representing the applicant, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a request to continue the request for the Certificate of Compliance at this time, as the revegetation plan needs to be completed. Morin read aloud a letter he prepared for the Conservation Commission with his request to extend the request for the COC.
At the request of the applicant, and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Grigg, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the request for a Certificate of Compliance for file 114-1047 to November 19. 

· Extension 114-1070: Lot 2 Main Street, Present: John Morin of the Morin-Cameron Group, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a request for a 1-year extension on the Order of Conditions for file 114-1070, originally issued in 2008 and set to expire in two days. 
At the request of the applicant and on a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Spillman, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to extend the Order of Conditions for file 114-1070, Lot 2 Main Street, to November 10, 2016, under the Act and the Bylaw. 

· Violation: 67A Topsfield Road, 33-2-30, Kachel: Mr. Kachel appeared before the Conservation Commission to discuss the violation on his property with tree stumps piled in the jurisdictional area. Kachel advised he has stabilized the area and removed the stumps, as required. 
· Violation: 12 Georgetown Road, 28-2-25 & 17.1, Enes: The Director provided photos for the Commissioners to view, as he provided information to the Commissioners on the actions taken to resolve the issues on the property. He added that he was pleased with the work that has been done. 
· Violation: 427A Ipswich Road: Commissioner Natasha Grigg advised there is a continuing violation at 427A Ipswich Road with kids riding through the wetland on ATVs. The Director advised he will be issuing a letter to the homeowner and request that they appear before the Conservation Commission on November 19.
