Meeting Called to Order:

With a quorum present, Chairman Peter Delaney, called the meeting to order at 7:33PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
· Continued RDA 2015-13: 97 Lawrence Road, 27-1-27, Bridge
Documents Submitted:

· WPA Form 1: Request for Determination of Applicability
· Public Notice: To cut 44 trees around an existing house, many of which are within 100-feet of Bordering Vegetated Wetland and Bordering Land Subject to Flooding.
Dennis Silvio, Iron Tree Service, met with the Conservation Commission with a revised plan, based on the site walk on Saturday. The Director provided a brief summary of the site walk findings. Silvio provided a summary of the changes made since the site walk. Silvio requested to close the hearing.
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to close the hearing for RDA 2015-13, under the Act and the Bylaw. 

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue the Negative Determination for RDA 2015-13, checking box 3, under the Act and the Bylaw.

Gordon Rogerson, Hayes Engineering, appeared before the Conservation Commission requesting a Certificate of Compliance for an old NOI (114-519), so they can proceed with a new NOI to rebuild and enlarge an existing deck. He suggested that they could provide an as-built plan for the septic system. After a brief discussion, the Conservation Commission took the following action:
On a MOTION made by Beckett, second by Mitsch, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to issue the Certificate of Compliance for file #114-519 under the Act and the Bylaw. 

Rogerson continued with a brief presentation on the new project to rebuild and enlarge the existing deck. He provided drawings for the Commissioners to view, as he made his presentation, and noted the after-the-fact retaining wall and brick walk. He added that they want to increase the width of the deck by 3.7 feet and the length by 7 feet. After a brief presentation and discussion, Rogerson requested to continue the hearing to December 17.

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-, 46 Ipswich Road, to December 17, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1221: 17 Pye Brook Lane, 30-2-2, Ovanes (requested to be continued to December 17)

The Director advised the Commissioners that there was a request from the applicant to continue the hearing to December 17.
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1221, 17 Pye Brook Lane, to December 17, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114-1220: Lot 2 Budnick Way, 10-1-20A, Pace
Documents Submitted:

· Public Notice: To install a well and associated water supply line to service a proposed single family house, portions of the work to be located within 100-feet of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland.
· WPA Form 3: Notice of Intent
Bill Dufresne, Merrimack Engineering Services, met with the Conservation Commission with updated information for the Conservation Commission to view, based on the site walk last Saturday. Dufresne provided a summary of the wetland delineation flagging. After a brief discussion, it was determined that the work proposed is outside jurisdiction. Dufresne suggested that they file a Request for Determination of Applicability, to provide documentation. 
On a MOTION made by Spillman, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to accept the fees that were paid for the NOI be put toward the Request for Determination of Applicability. 

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to allow the withdrawal of the Notice of Intent for 114-, Lot 2 Budnick Way, without prejudice, under the Act and the Bylaw. 
· Continued NOI 114- : Boxford Roads, Boxford DPW

Documents Submitted:
· Public Notice: To authorize routine maintenance and repair of roadways, road shoulders and culverts within existing road right-of-ways in Boxford.
The Director advised this is the general permit the Commission issues annually to the DPW, and the permit is set to expire February 20, 2016. He noted that the DPW Superintendent was not present and that this could wait until December 3.

On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-, Boxford Roads, Boxford DPW, to December 17, under the Act and the Bylaw.

The Director provided a letter he received from the Kotarskis, as well as a letter from their children, acknowledging the issue and the violation and promising not to do it again. Povenmire added that he provided the photos and documentation to the Kotarskis, as requested. The Commission agreed that the issue had been addressed and they will keep an eye on the issue going forward. No further action is needed.
