Meeting Called to Order:

With a quorum present, Commissioner Lana Spillman, called the meeting to order at 7:36PM.

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND SCHEDULED DISCUSSION ITEMS:
· DNI 2015-19: 108 Georgetown Road, 24-4-4, Lummus: Dan Lummus appeared before the Conservation Commission with a request for a Determination of Negligible Impact to use crushed asphalt in the driveway to the garage that is under construction. After a brief discussion, the Conservation Commission requested that the homeowner use crushed stone or gravel, rather than the crushed asphalt. The applicant agreed to do so. 
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to grant a Negative Determination under the bylaw, with the following provision, that gravel is defined as a crushed natural rock product, and that the small area of gravel at the northeast corner is no greater than 8’x8’ and that the applicant be allowed to maintain the gravel areas in the future.

The Director read aloud the public notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. Robert Pace, Jr. was in attendance to answer any questions the Commissioners may have from the last meeting. At the last meeting, the wetland was determined to be too small under the bylaw to be considered jurisdictional. After a brief discussion, the Conservation Commission took the following actions:

The Director read aloud the public notice and collected proof of abutter notifications. Bob Prokop, Wetland Consultant Services, appeared before the Conservation Commission with a Notice of Intent to replace a degraded culvert that lies under Middleton Road with a 14’ by 8’ concrete box culvert located on a tributary stream to Fish Brook. Prokop provided the Commissioners with plans and photos to view as he made his presentation. He advised that he’d like to begin the work in the spring and is still waiting on comments from DEP. DPW Superintendent John Dold advised the Commissioners that a grant application has been completed for FEMA funds to complete this project. Greg Murrer of the Lakes Ponds and Streams Committee provided additional information on the grant. After discussion, the applicant requested to continue the hearing to January 7; and the Commission took the following action:
On a MOTION made by Mitsch, second by Beckett, the Conservation Commission VOTED unanimously to continue the hearing for NOI 114-1223, Middleton Road Culvert, until January 7, under the Act and the Bylaw.
