2. Adopt FY19 Annual Budget: $34,169,867 - Passed 

3. Purchases various equipment and capital items: $580,111 – Passed 

4. Supplement funding for facilities Master Plan Consultants:  $95,000 – Passed 

5. Dedicate funds for Library use only and change use of 10 Elm Street buildings and 

property from restricted “Library use only” to General Municipal Purposes:  $475,000 – 

Passed 

6. Adopt law to increase disabled veteran and blind abatements - Passed 

7. Fund DPW roadside tree debris clearing:  $40,000 – Passed 

8. Fund additional “Snow and Ice” expenditures for FY18:  $100,000 – Passed

District – Passed:  148 yes to 69 no. 

19. Zoning Bylaw – Rezone 117 acres off Willow Road from Residential-Agricultural to 

Elderly-Housing – Passed:  155 yes to 51 no.

and Leave Allowances of Public employees” – No Action taken – passed over.
