Dear Chairman Delaney and members of the Commission: 
 
On behalf of Camp Rotary, Inc., I am requesting an amendment to incorporate several changes to the 
approved plans at Camp Rotary as part of the Dining Hall project.  The changes include the after the fact 
removal of 6 trees and the installation of a pipe connecting to a hydrant at the bottom of the hill that was 
requested by the Fire Department.  We are proposing to plant a number of shrubs and 6 trees with 6 
smaller saplings (for a total of 12) to replace the trees that were removed.  Note a copy of this 
amendment request has also been sent to DEP and abutters are  being notified. 
 
Additional changes are listed on the attached plan, but include movement of the approved propane tank 
and the approved generator further from the wetlands.  The generator now straddles the 100 foot buffer 
boundary.  For more information on the changes please see the attached plan.  I note that all work aside 
from the very end of the fire protection pipe is located within the original limit of work and in the buffer 
zone and some of the changes more items further away from the resource area (such as the propane tank 
and generator). 
 
With the tree plantings and shrub plantings proposed along with the Camp’s ongoing tree planting 
program that was discussed in the original hearings, we believe the project as amended is consistent with 
the original approval and ask for your approval.
