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FINDINGS: To modify an existing deck, deck stairs and walkway within 100-feet of Bordering Vegetated Wetland.
GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. All work shall be performed so as to ensure that there will be no sedimentation into wetlands and surface waters during construction or after completion of the project.

2. The Boxford Conservation Commission (BCC) and its Administrator, officers, and employees shall have the right to enter and inspect the property at any time for compliance with the conditions of this Determination, the Wetlands Protection Act MGL Chapter 131, Section 40, the Wetlands Regulations 310 CMR 10.00, Boxford Wetlands Protection Bylaw and Regulations and shall have the right to require any data or documentation that it deems necessary for that evaluation.
3. The BCC and its Administrator shall have the discretion to require erosion/siltation control prior to beginning work, and may require modifications to the erosion control during or after construction to ensure minimum impact on protected resources.

4. The BCC reserves the right to impose additional conditions on portions of this project or this site to mitigate any actual or potential impacts resulting from the work herein permitted.
5. All work shall be performed in accordance with this Determination of Applicability and approved site plan(s).  No alteration of wetland resource areas or associated buffer zones, other than that approved in this Determination, shall occur on this property without prior approval from the BCC.

6. Any proposed changes in the approved plan(s) or any deviation in construction from the approved plan(s) shall require the applicant to file a Notice of Project Change with the BCC.  The Notice shall be accompanied by a written inquiry as to whether the change is substantial enough to require filing a request to correct or amend this Determination.

PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION
7. Prior to the commencement of any activity on this site, there shall be a PRE-ACTIVITY MEETING between the project supervisor, the contractor responsible for the work and a member of the Boxford Conservation Commission or its Administrator to ensure that the requirements of the Determination of Applicability are understood.  Please contact the Boxford Conservation Commission office by email at rpovenmire@town.boxford.ma.us prior to any activity to arrange for the pre-activity meeting.
8. Erosion Control shall be installed on both sides of the driveway in the vicinity of the work area.
DURING CONSTRUCTION
9. Erosion and sedimentation control devices shall be inspected after each storm event and repaired or replaced as necessary.  Any accumulated silt adjacent to the barriers shall be removed.
10. No trees shall be removed without further authorization from the Commission or its Agent, except as may be indicated on the approved plan.
AFTER CONSTRUCTION

11. Upon completion of construction, the applicant or current landowner shall request in writing that the Boxford Conservation Commission and/or its Administrator conduct a final site inspection to verify that work has been completed in substantial compliance with this Determination and the approved site plan(s).

12. Erosion control devices shall remain in place and properly functioning until all exposed soils have been stabilized with final vegetative cover and the Boxford Conservation Commission and/or its Administrator has authorized their removal.
